Interest rates decreased in the US
Treasury market during 2019. The
yield on the 5-year Treasury note
declined 82 basis points (bps),
ending at 1.69%. The yield on the 10-
year T-note decreased 77 bps to
1.92%. The 30-year Treasury bond
yield decreased 63 bps to 2.39%.

On the short end of the yield curve,
the 1-month T-bill yield fell to 1.48%,
while the 1-year T-bill yield decreased
104 bps to 1.59%. The yield on the 2-
year Treasury note finished at 1.58%
after declining 90 bps.

In terms of total returns, short-term
corporate bonds gained 6.99%.
Intermediate corporate bonds had a
total return of 10.14%.

The total return for short-term
municipal bonds was 3.66%, while
intermediate munis returned 6.86%.
Revenue bonds outperformed
general obligation bonds.
